PUBLIC NOTICE # 02/2023/PROINT
(English version of Official Public Notice #03/2021/PROINT)

Establishes and regulates the international selection
process for Latin American and Caribbean students,
except Brazilians, for admission in the Federal
University of Latin American Integration — UNILA,
for the academic year of 2024.

THE DEAN FOR INSTITUTIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS, exercising the powers vesten in him
by Ordinance # 365/2019/GR, published in the Official Gazette # 455, of June 26™ 2019, and Ordinance #
287/2020/GR, and considering the electronic process 23422.004839/2023 - 56:

* sole paragraph of article 4 of the Federal Constitution of Brazil;

e article 3 and 43 of Law # 9.394 of December 20" 1996;

 article 2 and Section 1V, article 14 of Law # 12.189 of January 12" 2010;

e article 2, article 3 and section X of article 4 of Law # 13.445 of May 24" 2017;

* the provisions concerning the admission policy of the Institutional Development Plan (PDI)
regarding the 50% (fifty percent) of reserved seats in each course for Latin American and
Caribbean students; and

* the provisions of Resolution COSUEN # 09 of September 13" 2021.

PUBLISHES the rules for the International Selection Process (PSl) for the academic year of 2024.

1. OBJECTIVES

1.1 The objective of this public notice is to publish the rules for the International Selection Process (PSI)
which all applicants must follow;

1.2 The PSl is aimed at selecting Latin American and Caribbean students, except Brazilians, for the
undergraduate courses of the Federal University of Latin American Integration (UNILA).

2. REQUIREMENTS

2.1 At the time of application, applicants must meet all the following requirements:
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I - not have Brazilian nationality, not even in cases of dual nationality;
Il — have completed high school, or equivalent, out of Brazil;
Il = not be enrolled in any of UNILA’s undergraduate courses; and
IV — be 18 (eighteen) years old or older at the time of enroliment.
2.2 Applicants from Latin American countries, except Brazil, or the Caribbean must:
| — those who have Spanish as their official language: Prove and declare nationality from one of the
countries of Latin America or the Caribbean, pursuant to Enclosure lll;
Il - those who do not have Spanish as their official language: Prove and declare nationality from one of
the countries of Latin America and the Caribbean, pursuant to Enclosure lll, in addition to one of the
following items:
a) internationally recognized proficiency certification in Spanish (CELU or DELE); OR
b) internationally recognized proficiency certification in Portuguese (Celpe-Bras); OR
c) certificate of completion of a Portuguese course, at level ‘Intermediate I’, offered by one of the
Brazilian Cultural Centers abroad;
d) at least 12 (twelve) months of residence in Brazil or in any Spanish-speaking country of Latin America
before the date of application, supported by a legal identification document from the country.

§ 1. For the purpose of item d, a visa attached to the passport with an entry and an exit stamp from
Brazil or from any other Spanish-speaking country of Latin America.

§ 2. For the purpose of language proficiency proof, credit hours of Spanish or Portuguese disciplines
taken in high school will not be accepted.

3. SEATS

3.1 Pursuant to Resolution COSUEN # 09/2021, the present public notice offers 480 (four hundred
eighty) seats in the 29 undergraduate courses of UNILA, according to Enclosure VI.

4. TYPES OF SEATS

4.1 Latin American and Caribbean applicants (except Brazilians) who are interested in taking a seat in
one of the undergraduate courses of UNILA through the present public notice can apply for any of the
following types of seats:

a) Social Demand Seats: open for applicants who want to apply for student assistance and who must
prove to have insufficient economic resources pursuant to section 4.2 of this public notice; and

b) Regular Seats: open for applicants who do not want to apply for student assistance and who do not
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produce supporting documents regarding lack of economic resources.

Sole paragraph. The seats offered by means of the present public notice will be divided among the
approved applicants in the aforementioned types.

4.2 Considering the aforementioned types of seats, this public notice establishes the following criteria
for the social demand seats:

I — prove to have insufficient economic resources by means of:
a) proof of application for or access to the programs described in Enclosure IV; OR

b) proof of family insertion in other programs regarding: Fighting Poverty, Income Transfer, Fighting
Hunger, Family Protection, Child Protection or other programs related to social risk protection;

Il - prove to be vulnerable due to humanitarian and refuge reasons, pursuant to section 9.4 (section Il).

Sole paragraph. Nationalities that are ranked with noticeable poverty levels in the Human Development
Index (HDI) may be analyzed by the Selection Board for the purpose of Social Demand, considering
education, income and life expectancy levels of each country.

4.3 Applicants must indicate their choice for a social demand seat at the time of application;

4.3.1 Applications that are refused for social demand seats shall be considered for regular seats in
accordance with the present public notice;

4.3.2 Approval for social demand seats guarantees student assistance only if there is budget availability.

5. STUDENT ASSISTANCE

5.1 For the purpose of this public notice, student assistance will be provided in these forms:

I- Student Residence: a place where entering students who are social and economically vulnerable can
temporarily live in, once they are dully enrolled and active in UNILA’s in-person courses. This aid
corresponds to one bed in a double/shared apartment and it is personal and non-transferable, not
extendable to any relative of any degree.

Il- Food Aid: Intended to partially pay for food expenses. This aid is provided as a Financial Subsidy of
R$350,00 (three hundred fifty reais) which will be monthly deposited in the student’s exclusive Brazilian
bank account. If the student receives this aid, he must not be granted any other kind of food aid and/or
vouchers;

Sole paragraph. In order to be granted a room in the Student Residence, the student and his family
cannot have their own house or a rented or ceded house in Foz do Iguacu, in Puerto lguazu, Argentina,
or in Ciudad del Este, Presidente Franco and Hernandarias, Paraguay, and they cannot hold a border
visa.

5.2 For the purpose of this public notice, there will be 92 (ninety-two) FOOD AID openings and 92
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(ninety-two) STUDENT RESIDENCE openings, which shall be distributed as follows:

I — 3 (three) openings for the first ranked students of each course, approved in accordance with the
social demand standards, which will add up to a total of 87 (eighty-seven) openings;

Il = 5 (five) more openings for applicants with the best subsequent grades considering section |,
approved in accordance with the social demand standards.

5.3 Only applicants who are approved for social demand seats must be considered the target public of
the Student Assistance Program, pursuant to Resolution #16 of August 31* 2022 which institutes the
Student Assistance Policy of the Federal University of Latin American Integration (UNILA).

Sole paragraph. Applicants approved for regular seats are not the target public of the Student
Assistance Program.

5.4 PRAE may at any time open a public call for active students approved for social demand seats by
means of this public notice and who have not been immediately granted any assistance, provided there
is financial availability.

5.5 Students who have already completed a Higher Education Course are not the priority of PRAE’s
student aid program;

5.6 The time of permanence in the Student Residence shall be defined in the Commitment Agreement.
After leaving the Student Residence, the student shall migrate to Housing Aid Financial Subsidy and start
to receive RS 350,00 (three hundred fifty reais) to help them pay rent;

Sole paragraph. When students leave the Student Residence, they may apply for an “Accomodation
Aid” which is a financial aid paid in a single installment, provided it is being offered by PRAE at the time,
and a “Transportation Aid” in accordance with what is being offered by PRAE as well.

5.7 Transportation from the Student Residence to other units of UNILA will be provided for free by
means of the bus line called Intercampi;

5.8 UNILA’s Student Assistance Programs will remain valid for the minimum course completion time
corresponding to the course the student is enrolled in;

5.8.1 In case students change courses or in case of new entry, the time during which they have already
received aids in their first course shall be considered when calculating their maximum student assistance
time.

5.9 The maintenance of student aids will be conditioned upon the meeting of the requirements defined
by PRAE by means of its ordinances, Regulations and Commitment Agreement; the latter must be signed
by the student;

5.10 After the final results are published and enrollment is completed, students must sign the
Commitment Agreement concerning the aids granted to them within the established time which shall be
published by PRAE by email;

5.11 Entering the student residence and receiving the first food aid payment are conditioned upon the
signature of the Commitment Agreement, production of CPF and Brazilian bank account;

5.12 The student aids are not cumulative with other aids/student grants that students may be receiving
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from their country of origin;

5.13 If violations to the rules of the Program are found or irregularities regarding documents and
information provided by the student are verified, including information about higher education, student
aids can be canceled and the case will be sent to PRAE for analysis so that necessary measures can be
taken;

5.14 Questions about how to prove Social Demand status or Student Assistance must be sent to
<prae@unila.edu.br>.

6. APPLICATION AND ENROLLMENT FEES

6.1 No fees shall be charged for application and enrollment through this selection process.

7. EXPENSES REGARDING DOCUMENT LEGALIZATION, MOBILITY OR STAY

7.1 By no means shall UNILA be held responsible for the expenses applicants might have in their country
or in Brazil regarding documents that are required for application or enrollment in the university;

7.2 By no means shall UNILA be held responsible for expenses students might have regarding mobility or
stay in the city of Foz do lguacu.

8. STEPS OF THE PROCESS

8.1 The selection process shall follow these steps:

I - Applicants register online through the Integrated System for Academic Activity Management (SIGAA);
Il = Applicants submit their application online for the International Selection Process — PSI;

Il = PROINT approves the applications for the International Selection Process — PSI;

IV — PRAE carries the process of evaluating the social economic vulnerability condition;

V — The Selection Board evaluates and ranks applicants by their academic performance (qualifying and
ranking);

VI - PROINT publishes the list of qualified applicants for PSI;

Sole paragraph. The list of qualified applicants does not guarantee applicants will be called for taking
the seats offered by this public notice.

VIl = PROINT published the call notice for applicants to confirm their interest in the seat;
VIII = Applicants confirm their interest in the seat (qualifying); and
IX — PROINT publishes the results of the International Selection Process, pursuant to Enclosure V;

IX = Applicants pre-register in accordance with the public notice for enrollment which shall be published
by the Dean’s Office for Undergraduate Studies - PROGRAD (qualifying).

Sole paragraph. The publication of the PSI results does not guarantee the seat for the applicant at
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UNILA, which shall only be effectively taken after all the steps of the process are followed.

9. APPLICATION
9.1 These are the steps for application:

| — first step: Register online (create login and password) through the form available at the Integrated
System for Academic Activity Management (SIGAA) at:
https://sig.unila.edu.br/sigaa/public/selecao/lista_processos_seletivos.jsf;

a) applicants shall register only once at SIGAA;

b) at the time of registration, applicants must inform their full name according to their ID document or
Passport;

c) registration does not mean application is filed;

Il - second step: after registering, applicants must submit their application using the login and password
they created at SIGAA at: https://sig.unila.edu.br/sigaa/public/selecao/lista_processos_seletivos.jsf;

9.2 If more than one application is submitted by the same applicant, only the most recent one will be
considered;

9.3 For the purpose of application, applicants must attach the following documents in PDF format to the
Electronic Application Form (at SIGAA):

I — Declaration Form (Enclosure | of the present Public Notice): applicants must print, correctly fill out, in
Portuguese or Spanish, and sign the Declaration Form; Declaration Forms for applicants who are under
18 years old must be signed by their legal guardian;

Il - ID document or Passport (the same document as the one that was informed in the electronic form);

Ill - certificate of birth or marriage containing the holder’s place and date of birth, preferably containing
parents’ names (father’s and mother’s, if that is the case);

a) a copy of the ID document or passport containing the holder’s place and date of birth accompanied
by the consular certificate will be accepted in cases of countries that do not issue certificates of birth,
preferably containing parents’ names (father’s and mother’s, if that is the case).

IV = High School Diploma or certificate of completion — high school must have been fully completed out
of Brazil;

a) for countries where high school certificates of completion are not issued, this document can be
substituted by a declaration of completion issued by the institution where the holder studied, or a
student’s transcript that certifies such a completion.

V - Full high school student’s transcript or equivalent document containing the disciplines taken and
grades for all the years, in accordance with Enclosure VIIi;

a) if applicants cannot produce the document mentioned in section V, results of National Examinations
that are equivalent to High School will be accepted.
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Sole paragraph. Documents with more than one page must be attached as a single file.

9.4 Necessary documents for applying for social demand seats: applicants who wish to apply for social
demand seats, pursuant to section 4 of this public notice, must produce at least one of the following
supporting documents:

I — social and economically vulnerable applicants: a document that supports this condition, pursuant to
Enclosure IV;

Il — applicants who are humanitarian vulnerable or refugees:

a) refugees may produce their Provisional Protocol, pursuant to Resolution CONARE # 18 of
Apr/30/2014 and its alterations; OR

b) humanitarian visa holders may produce their Visa Application Form or Protocol; OR

¢) National Migration Registration Card — CRNM (formerly known as National Alien Registration — RNE)
containing the refugee or humanitarian visa status.

Sole paragraph. Refuge application documents or refuge documents will be accepted only if issued in
Brazil.

9.5 It is not necessary to translate certificates, declarations, transcripts and other documents that are
issued in Spanish, English or French;

Sole paragraph. Documents in any other language that is different from those in section 9.5 must be
accompanied by a simple translation into Portuguese at the time of application and by an official
translation into Portuguese at the time of enroliment.

9.6 After filling out the Electronic Application Form, applicants must print and keep the PDF file of their
Proof of Application;

9.7 At the time of application, it is not necessary for applicants to have their documents certified by a
notary public, police or consular authority. Applicants have civil and criminal responsibility for all the
information provided and the authenticity of all the submitted documents;

9.8 In the absence of any of the required documents, applicants can produce other supporting
documents provided they are certified by an official government, consular or police authority;

9.9 lllegible, incomplete, unsigned documents or those with erasures will not be accepted under any
circumstance;

9.10 UNILA shall not be held responsible for applications, confirmations or any other online actions
which are not fully performed due to technical issues or failure of data transfer, failure of
communication, unexpected behavior, network congestion, as well as other factors that might make
data transfer impossible;

9.11 It is the applicant’s responsibility to accompany his/her email, including the spam folder, because
all the communication regarding the process will be done through the informed email;

9.12 Application means applicants know and accept the terms and conditions of the present Public
Notice and the Brazilian Law, of which they cannot claim ignorance.
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10. THE COURSE OF MUSIC

10.1 The course of Music has two emphasis: Research in Music and Interpreting Practice. The former is
divided in five specific fields (Singing, Music Creation, Percussion, Piano and Guitar). Therefore, seats for
international applicants shall be distributed as follows: 3 (three) for the emphasis on Research; and 10
(ten) for the emphasis on Interpreting Practice, 2 (two) of which are for Singing, 2 (two) for Percussion, 2
(two) for Piano, 2 (two) for Guitar and 2 (two) for Music Creation;

Paragraph 1 For the best use of the offered seats, representatives of the course of Music in the
Executive Committee of the Selection Board can approve applicants for their chosen emphasis or for a
different one;

Paragraph 2 If necessary, the Executive Committee of the Selection Board can also redirect the available
seats for accepting the greatest possible number of students in one emphasis/sub-emphasis or more.

10.2 Applicants who are interested in the course of Music must submit Enclosure Il, in addition to the
documents listed in section 9. It must be duly filled out and signed, and it must contain the indication of
the desired emphasis and a letter of presentation;

10.2.1 Applicants who are interested in Interpreting Practice must indicate the field they intend to
study: Singing, Percussion, Piano, Guitar or Music Creation;

10.2.2 The letter of presentation must contain the reason for choosing the desired emphasis/field and it
must explain the applicant’s previous musical experience and knowledge;

10.2.3 Applicants who are interested in Research in Music must indicate in their letter of presentation
which their topics of interest are and why they chose such an emphasis.

10.3 Applicants who are interested in the course of Music must attach a video interpreting (individually
or in group) at least three songs of different genres, following these instructions:

I = in the video, applicants must introduce themselves and say their name, the desired emphasis, the
names of the writers of the songs which will be performed;

Il — in the video, the applicant’s full body must appear for at least 50% (fifty percent) of the total length
of the video;

Il — the video must not be cut or have its sound edited;

IV = the video must be at least 5-minute long and it must not have more than 10 minutes. Its format
must be one of the following: .avi, .mpeg, .mp4 or .flv. Max video file size is 150 MB (megabytes);

V - videos with more than 10 (ten) minutes will not have exceeding time evaluated and videos that are
shorter than 5 (five) minutes will be discarded.

10.4 Applicants can attach a link to their PRIVATE video in YouTube or another online video hosting
platform in the applicant’s remark field, according to the instructions of section 10.3;

10.5 Applicants who are interested in the fields of Singing, Piano, Guitar and Percussion must perform

the songs with the chosen instrument. Applicants who send a video performing a different instrument
from the one they chose in the application form will be eliminated from the selection process;

10.5.1 For the field of Singing, songs performed by vocal groups (duos, trios, quartets, chorus, etc.) will
not be accepted;

10.5.2 Applicants who are interested in the field of Music Creation must send a video in which they
perform three songs with any instrument and they must be the writer of at least one of these songs.
Applicants can attach the musical scores of their songs, if they find it relevant;

10.5.3 Applicants who are interested in the emphasis of Research in Music must send a video in which
they perform three songs in any instrument. At least one of these songs must represent or dialogue with
the themes of interest related to the research field which was specified in the letter of presentation
mentioned in section 10.2.3.

10.6 The representatives of the course of Music in the Executive Committee of the Selection Board will
evaluate the videos pursuant to the following criteria:

I — for songs performed with the voice: technical control of the voice considering things such as pitch,
rhythmic precision, relaxation, posture, breathing and volume control;

Il - for songs performed with instruments: technical control of the instrument considering things such as
skillfulness, rhythmic precision, posture and volume control;

Il — expression control considering: phrasing, articulation, idiom, dynamics and rhythmic pattern.

10.7 The selection of students for the course of Music will consider not only the academic performance
of the applicant, pursuant to section 11, but also an evaluation of the specific skills of the applicant
through their letter of presentation and video, in accordance with sections 10.2 and 10.3;

10.8 The evaluation of the specific skills will serve for ranking applicants. It will be carried out by the
representatives of the course of Music in the Executive Committee of the Selection Board and it will
have the same weight as the academic performance;

10.9 The grade for the specific skills will be added to the simple grade point average of the disciplines
taken in High School in the applicant’s country, exclusively for purpose of ranking students for the
course of Music in this selection process.

11. EVALUATION

11.1 Evaluation, which is a qualifying and ranking stage, will be carried out by the Selection Board
specifically appointed for this purpose;

11.2 Each applicant will have their High School or equivalent grade point average calculated, pursuant to
Enclosure VIl and, if applicable, pursuant to section 10;

11.3 Applicants will be ranked in descending order of grades, by course and by country;

11.4 Ranking shall start by first course option and, when all the seats are taken, it shall continue by
second course option;

11.5 In case of a tie, the grade point average of the disciplines related to the intended undergraduate
course will be considered, pursuant to Enclosure VII;

11.6 If the tie persists, the applicant from the least chosen country will be selected and, as a second
criteria, the oldest student will be selected;

11.7 UNILA will publish the provisional general ranking of the PSI, as a result of the evaluation process,
pursuant to Enclosure V.

12. CONFIRMATION

12.1 Confirmation is a qualifying stage and it is the stage when applicants declare they know the terms
and conditions established by UNILA for taking a seat and they comply with such terms;

Sole paragraph. The confirmation of the seat in the application system does not guarantee the seat. It
shall only be guaranteed after pre-registration.

12.2 Selected applicants will be notified through a specific public notice and they must confirm their
seat through SIGAA, in accordance with the instructions received by e-mail and the schedule; (Enclosure
V),

12.2.1 Qualified applicants can be notified to take seats in both course options;
Sole paragraph. Once applicants accept one of the seats, they are automatically waiving the right to the
other seat.

12.2.2 Applicants who do not confirm the seat for which they were notified within the time set in the
schedule (Enclosure V) will lose the right to the seat and to enrollment in UNILA;

12.2.3 If applicants decide to withdraw their admission, they must inform PROINT, at any time, through
SIGAA at the link: <https://sig.unila.edu.br/sigaa/public/selecao/lista_processos_seletivos.jsf>;

12.2.4 To perform the action mentioned above, applicants must go to “drea do candidato” and then
“desisténcia”.

13. PRE-REGISTRATION AND ENROLLMENT

13.1 The publication of the PSI results and the confirmation of interest in the seat in the application
system does not mean the applicant is bound to UNILA;

13.2 Applicants will only be bound to the university after Pre-Registration, which is a mandatory stage
for all selected applicants;

Sole paragraph. The letter of acceptance will be made available after pre-registration for all applicants
who are approved in this step of the process.

13.3 Pre-Registration and Enrollment are mandatory and qualifying stages of this selection process, and
they shall be regulated by a specific Public Notice that will be published by the Dean’s Office for
Undergraduate Studies, in accordance with the schedule (Enclosure V);
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14. APPEALS

14.1 Applicants who decide to submit appeals related to the provisional approval of applications, to the
types of seats they are applying for (social demand seats/regular seats) and the qualifying stage must do
it within the time established in the schedule herein (Enclosure V), and appeals can be submitted
through ‘Sistema Inscreva’ at <https://inscreva.unila.edu.br/>;

14.2 Appeals must be submitted through a specific form that must be correctly filled out, pursuant to
Enclosure IX;

14.3 Appeals that are not filled out correctly will be disregarded.

15. FINAL PROVISIONS

15.1 UNILA does not have representatives and does not recognize any agents out of the city of Foz do
lguacu, PR — Brazil;

15.2 UNILA will confer degrees upon those who successfully complete the courses and grant them the
diploma, accredited by the Ministry of Education of Brazil;

15.2.1 In order to be valid in the graduates’ countries of origin, the diplomas issued by UNILA must be

validated and translated in accordance with the law of these countries;

15.2.2 UNILA will not be held responsible for translations that may be required in foreign countries for
the validations mentioned in section 15.2.1;

15.2.3 In order for the diploma to be granted, it is necessary:

| — apostille or legalization of the student’s transcript and the high school certificate of completion; and
Il = validation of the student’s High School studies from their country of origin in Brazil, if:

a) The applicant is from a country that is not a member of MERCOSUR;

b) The applicant is from a country that is a member of MERCOSUR but he/she studied in a technical
school;

Il — Apostille or legalization of these documents must be obtained within 2 (two) semesters from the
date of enrollment;

IV — High School validation is necessary for obtaining the diploma of the higher education courses and
students will have 3 semesters from the date of enrollment to do it;

V — All the information about High School validation is available at ‘Nucleo de Educagdo do Estado do
Parand’;

15.3 After enrollment, students will have the right to apply for undergraduate research grants,
monitoring, community outreach programs, student mobility and curricular internships, in accordance
with the rules and public notices occasionally published by UNILA;

15.4 Students can futurely participate in Selection Processes for course change provided they meet the

requirements set in the relevant Public Notice, if available;

15.5 All students can be registered in Brazil’s Unified Health System — SUS (a free and public health care
system), thus it is not necessary to have an international health insurance;

15.6 The student’s link to UNILA ends at the completion of the course and the commencement
ceremony;

15.7 The end of the link to UNILA may happen before course completion due to:

I - failure to comply with the provisions of Resolution COSUEN # 07 of July 23rd 2018, which was altered
by Resolution COSUEN # 12 of November 30" 2021;

Il = violation of the legal stay in Brazil; and
lll - violations provided by the Disciplinary Rules for Students.

15.8 All information provided by applicants for this selection process must be true and applicants are
civilly and criminally responsible for the authenticity and correctness of all the documents submitted;

15.9 Applicants or students will be eliminated from the Selection Process or terminated from the
university, even if they are already enrolled, in case the process is found to have:

I = inconsistencies or irregularities;
Il — forged documents or information and/or any other illegal means;
Il - failure to meet the requirements of this Public Notice.

15.10 All the information of this selection process will be officially published in accordance with the
schedule (Enclosure V) in the webpage of PROINT <https://documentos.unila.edu.br/?
combine=&field_tipo_tid=All&field rg_o_respons_vel tid=142&field_errata_value=All> and
publication in the Federal Official Gazette is not necessary;
